When an equipment item is considered to be
beyond economic repair, and this item is still
meeting the person’s needs, a replacement can
be requested by either the person or the EMS
Assessor.

If the equipment item has been determined as
being beyond economic repair and it no longer
meets the person’s needs, a reassessment from
an EMS Assessor is required, and the
Prioritisation Tool must be completed (for Band
2 and Band 3 Equipment) before a replacement
item can be provided.

If an equipment item is not considered beyond
economic repair but this item no longer meets
the person’s needs (eg where a child has
outgrown a wheelchair), a reassessment by an
EMS Assessor is required before replacement
equipment can be provided. In this instance the
Prioritisation Tool would be used as it is no
longer Like for Like replacement.
